2000 Bond Per Capita Program: Urgent Notice!

Per Capita Grantees MUST have a fully executed contract by June 30, 2003. The encumbrance
period for these funds will expire on June 30, 2003 at which time the funds will be lost. The
Department recommended agencies submit an Authorizing Resolution to their project officer by
April 1, 2003 to encumber these funds. It is now past that date. Agencies should submit their
resolution immediately to avoid loss of funds.

2002 Resources Bond (Proposition 40)

Per Capita Program

There is $326,725,000 allocated for this program. The allocation is proposed in the Fiscal Year
2003/2004 State Budget. No costs may be incurred until after funds are budgeted. Click on the
following link to obtain the Per Capita allocation for your county, city, or district.

Murray-Hayden (Urban Youth Services) Program

The competitive Murray-Hayden Urban Parks and Youth Services Program earmarks approximately
$47 million in funds to local agencies and community based organizations for capital projects such as
parks, park facilities, environmental enhancement projects, youth centers, and environmental youth
service centers that will employ neighborhood residents and at-risk youth.

The draft Murray-Hayden Procedural Guide for Proposition 40 is now available for comment. The 30-
day public comment period on this guide is from April 25 until May 27, 2003. Comments may be
submitted by mail, e-mail, fax, or at the public hearings.

Urban Park Program

The competitive Urban Park Program will allocate approximately $130 million in funds for the
acquisition and development of parks, recreation areas, and facilities in densely populated
neighborhoods with few or no parks and recreation facilities.

The Urban Park Act of 2001 Draft Procedural Guide is now available for comment. The 30-day public
comment period on this guide is from April 25 until May 27, 2003. Comments may be submitted by
mail, e-mail, fax, or at the public hearings.

Roberti-Z’Berg-Harris Program

The Roberti-Z'Berg-Harris (RZH) Program is divided into three components: a $155 million block
grant program, a $3.7 million competitive fund for urbanized areas, and a $28 million competitive fund
for non-urbanized communities. The block grant funds are proposed in the Fiscal Year 2003/2004
State budget. No costs may be incurred until after funds are budgeted. Click on the following
link for the block grant allocation for your agency. (Link to Roberti-Z'Berg-Harris Block Allocations)
Competitive funds are expected to be approved in a future budget.

This program helps purchase new parklands, develop new recreational facilities and rehabilitate
existing parks and facilities. The OGALS staff is currently updating the RZH Procedural Guides for all
three subprograms and has scheduled two public hearings.

California Youth Soccer and Recreation Development Program

Annual Grant Programs

Habitat Conservation Fund Program

$2 million is available under the program. The following categories will be funded during the FY
2004/05 grant cycle: (1) Deer/Lion Habitat, (2) Rare, Threatened, and Endangered Species, (3)
Wetlands, and (4) Riparian. Cities, counties and districts are eligible to apply. Application deadline
is October 1, 2003. (Link to Habitat Conservation Fund Program)

Land and Water Conservation Fund Program

The State’s allocation for this year is approximately $8.1 million. Of that amount, about $4.4 million
will be available for grants to local agencies: $2.6 million for Southern California and $1.7 million for
Northern California. Cities, counties, and districts are eligible to apply. Funds are allocated for
acquiring and developing outdoor recreation areas and facilities. Application deadline is

May 1, 2003. (Link to Land and Water Conservation Fund Program)

Recreational Trails Program

Pending federal reauthorization of the program, approximately $2 million will be available for federal
fiscal year 2003. Cities, counties, districts, state agencies, and nonprofit organizations with
management responsibilities over public lands are eligible to apply. Funds are available for
recreational trails and trail related projects. Application deadline is October 1, 2003. (Link to
